
The Scout needs to have read the merit badge pamphlet BEFORE the session and be prepared for each 
of the requirements.  The purpose of the Boy Scout Merit Badge sessions is to test the Scout to 
determine if the requirements are fulfilled.  You must also be able to demonstrate the necessary 
knowledge for ALL of the requirements.  The Scout must have completed all at-home requirements for 

this badge, and must be prepared to demonstrate any necessary skills or show any required materials 
to the Merit Badge Counselor.  

Note: remember attendance in class does not mean a Scout will complete the Merit Badge.  The 
scout’s knowledge and ability will be tested to BSA standards.  Each scout will be interviewed by a 
counselor.  Only the requirements met will be signed off. 

Completion of workbook does not guarantee Merit Badge Sign off.

4. For two months, keep and care for your dog.* Maintain a log of your activities during this period 

that includes these items: feeding schedule, types of food used, amount fed, exercise periods, training 
schedule, a weekly body weight record, grooming and bathing schedules, veterinary care, if 
necessary, and costs. Also include a brief description of the type of housing/shelter arrangements you 
have for your dog. 

5. Explain the correct way to obedience train a dog and what equipment you would need. Show with 
your dog any three of these commands: "come," "sit," "down," "heel," "stay," "fetch" or "get it," and 
"drop it." You may bring your dog to demonstrate; or bring video of the dog performing the 
commands. If you bring the dog, you must have a parent to handle the dog during the rest of the 
class. 

8. Visit a veterinary hospital or an animal shelter and give a report about your visit to your counselor. 

10. Learn about three career opportunities for working with dogs. Pick one and find out about the 
education, training, and experience required for this career, and discuss this with your counselor. Tell 
why this profession interests you.
